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CREATOR (1XX) VS CONTRIBUTOR (7XX)—WHO GOES WHERE?
In every bibliographic record, the first indicator of the title field (MARC tag 245) is coded with either 0 or 1. If there is a 1XX field in the record, the first indicator in the 245 will be coded as 1. If there is no 1XX field, the first indicator in the 245 will be coded as 0.

The guidelines below tell how to decide whether a personal or corporate name is a creator or contributor.
